Go (South) for several (4+)miles to Oak Shores Dr. Turn left (East) on Oak Shores Dr and drive about a mile - the 
entrance to the motorcycle trail parking area is on the left. If you find yourself at the intersection of Oak Shores and 
Pearce Rd – you went too far!
