You must have your AMA card with you or you can pay $49 at the event and sign 
up for a year membership.  All riders are required to attend AM riders 
meeting and be ready to section judge.

Pay at Gate when you arrive:  
Land use fee per day = $20.00 per day per competitor or riding spectator.  $15.00 per day    
per non-riding spectator. 

  Children below walking age are free 
  Everyone entering must sign release form.  CTOR members do not pay land use fee.   
  People arriving before 8PM Friday will pay land use for Friday. 
  Camping per night = $20.00 per night per camp site.

  Rookie, Vintage, Women = $15.00        =  No discount 
  Novice – Master = $25.00         = $20.00 per day
